Two or more modules can be combined into a huge display wall to monitor hundreds of signals. Barco’s new Networked Broadcast Monitoring System provides the reliability, redundancy, serviceability and compatibility required to fulfill all real-time monitoring needs within the complete broadcast facility.

The broadcaster’s total investment for the monitoring system will decrease thanks to a reduced a reduced number of inputs needed on the monitoring system itself.
