“One of the main issues that we have always had with video walls in the past is
that the minute a lamp goes out, it’s very difficult to calibrate the monitor so you
can’t retain the same color temperature and video levels as the others,” explained
Hassan Chahine, Technical Director Dubai Media Inc. ”But the Barco solution installed
at the newsroom is a new, sophisticated solution that uses a dual lamp system. The
minute one lamp goes out, another instantly lights up in its place and within two to
three seconds, the internal software automatically calibrates the brightness level to
match the rest of the cubes on the wall.”
