With Networked Visualization, Barco again takes the lead to provide the industry’s first visualization programming tool kit – Barco’s Application Programmer’s Interface (API) - designed to allow higher level software to fully manage the composition of any view on any display at any time. This operations allow faster response times, and also provide the flexibility to the Department of Transport to maintain a unified operator interface for their operations to save on training times and allow easy employee transfers.  In addition, with the Barco Cottus tool kit, the control centers can visualize the active (live) activity of other control centers.
